Election Day may be held :the 1st Sunday of November to the 2nd Sunday of December.(UPR Art .25 sec. 1) 
To be eligible to run for the Parish Council, you must be a Steward at least 1 year prior to Election Day. (UPR Art. 25 sec. 2)


12. Ratification and swearing in ceremony for Parish Council members. (Art.26 sec 1 thru 5 and  Executive Board elections take place (Art 27 sec 1 .





10. The Election committee reports the election results to the Parish Council at the first Parish  Council meeting.       (Art 25 sec.8)








1. Three months prior to elections, a parishioner must be a steward to be eligible to vote in the general elections.       (Art.18 sec1-5 and Art. 25 sec. 5)





8.Ten days prior to elections, a notice is sent to stewards of the community listing the names of the nominees and includes a request for an  Absentee ballot (Art 25 sec 6)





5. Thirty days prior to elections, parishioners must meet any unfulfilled stewardship obligations from prior years.   ( Art. 25 sec. 4)
